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The Dynamic Nature of the Image of Donald Trump in British Political
Media Texts

ABSTRACT. This article attempts to analyze the main characteristics of the media image of Donald Trump in order to
discover changes in the personal qualities of the politician. As shown in the article, the media image of D. Trump attracts the
attention of modern researchers; this topic is urgent due to the special importance of the political situation in the United
States for the foreign policy of many countries. The practical research material comprises a wide sample of 200 modern Brit-
ish information-analytical media texts extracted using the continuous sampling method from the online version of the quality
British paper The Guardian. The media texts in question highlight the actions of Trump in various situations over the period
2017-2020 and 2021-2023. Modern British society is actively interested in the upcoming US presidential elections of 2024,
as the results of these elections may change the situation in the international arena. As a result of a comparative analysis,
similar characteristics were identified that form the media image of the politician D. Trump, which are marked by negative
evaluation: Trump is a showman, Trump is a gambler, Trump is a liar, Trump is a swindler, Trump is a brute, Trump is a
racist and a sexist. The analysis of comparative factual material also revealed differences in the characteristics of the politi-
cian: Trump is a blogger, Trump is a toxic person, Trump is a screenwriter (2017-2020); Trump is a traitor and Trump is a
criminal (2021-2023). It is evident that the peculiarities of constructing the media image of Trump depend on the political
context, his activity, as well as on their perception by journalists through their own personal attitudes, followed by their re-
flection in the modern British media discourse.
